Where cables pass through shafts, walls, slabs, or enter electrical panels or cabinets, openings shall be tightly
sealed with firestopping materials in accordance with design requirements.

Grounding all containers to an earth source is recommended to prevent the buildup of static electricity. Attach
grounding cables on any drums in use to an earth source for aslong as the drumisin use.

Most non-metallic electrical boxes Certified for use in fire rated walls require 24" horizontal separation
between boxes on opposite sides of awall if they are not protected with putty pads.

Enclosures should be constructed of corrosion-resistant materials, such as copper-free aluminum, stainless
steel (316 preferably), suitable plastic, fiberglass, or hot-dipped galvanized steel.

(A) Where a grounding means exists in the receptacle enclosure or a grounding conductor is installed,
grounding-type receptacles shall be used and shall be connected to the grounding means or conductor;

Grounding keeps everyone safe by directing any stray electricity safely into the ground. Without proper
grounding, there"s arisk of electric shock or equipment damage.

Grounding flammable cabinets isn"t always required, but knowing when it is -- and how bonding fitsin -- can
keep you compliant and safe.

Outlet boxes must have a horizontal separation of not less than 24 in. when installed on opposite sides in a
fire-rated assembly, unless an outlet box is listed for closer spacing or protected ...

Always be sure to seal all penetrations into awall, floor, or ceiling in case the wall, floor, or ceiling happens to
befire-rated even if the wall, floor, or ceiling is not marked to identify it as being fire-rated.
